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What is the purpose of this requirement? 

 
The purpose of this policy is to ensure that students have adequate access to a broad range of 
computing resources and have an extensive working knowledge of the use of powerful modern 
digital technologies. As a result, students should be able:  

• to use internet instructional resources; 
• to create electronic documents;  
• to understand and use data management systems;  
• to create and use multimedia materials;  
• to create and edit digital video;  
• to access printers and other available resources on campus and in partner schools, 

agencies, and work sites;  
• to collect and analyze student and client data; and,  
• to allow easy communication and portablility of curriculum materials between home, 

university, and field sites. 
Instructors may require students to make use of portable computing, information gathering, 
and communication tools and resources throughout the semester, including the first day of a 
course. Lack of access will not excuse the student from class expectations and requirements. 
The College of Education requirement applies to all affected students as individuals and shared 
use of devices will not meet the requirements of this policy. 

 
When did this policy go into effect? 

 
The requirement became effective fall semester 2010. 
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
