1. Information Update:

Searches (AK):

Dr. Stefurak (CINS): CINS has one open full-time, tenure track position for an
Assistant Professor of Clinical Mental Health Counseling. An offer was made to one
candidate from the University of Syracuse; waiting to hear back from the candidate.
Interviewed a third candidate and another potential candidate waiting to come in.

2. Graduation (AK/JK):
